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Statement by the Slovak Republic

on the occasion of endorsing the Ministerial Decision “Supporting the recovery and
sustainable management of Ukrainian forests and its forest sector” at the FOREST
EUROPE High Level Policy Dialogue, 30 August 2022, Bonn, the Federal Republic of

Germany

The Slovak Republic, as a co-chairing country of FOREST EUROPE:

1.

Recalls the United Nations General Assembly Resolution A/RES/ES-11/1 and, in this
regard, condemns in the strongest possible terms the military aggression by the Russian
Federation against Ukraine and the involvement of Belarus in this unlawful use of force.

Expresses full solidarity with Ukraine and the Ukrainian people and stands with them
in their effort to resist the military aggression.

Stresses that the military aggression has also significant negative impacts
on the environment in Ukraine and beyond, including on forests.

Reiterates the role and mission of FOREST EUROPE as stated in paragraphs 7 and 8
of the Bratislava Ministerial Declaration “The Future We Want: The Forests We Need” and,
in this regard, calls for enhanced cooperation on forests in Europe to achieve the Goals
for European Forests and the 2030 European Targets, also in the context of the current
situation in Ukraine and a special need to support the recovery and sustainable
management of Ukrainian forests.

Regards the FOREST EUROPE Rapid Response Mechanism as an important tool to address
emerging policy issues related to forests and forestry in Europe and, in this context,
supports its application to the issue of recovery and sustainable management of forests
in Ukraine within the FOREST EUROPE Programme of Work.

In light of the above, supports and is ready to endorse the Ministerial Decision “Supporting
the recovery and sustainable management of Ukrainian forests and its forest sector”
at the FOREST EUROPE High Level Policy Dialogue.

Within the framework of FOREST EUROPE process, is ready to cooperate with other
signatories and observers and work towards outcomes that will help and promote Ukraine
in recovering its forests and the forest sector.
